The core message that came through was that
children mirror the families they come from, be
they good or bad. In all relationships commu-
nication is key and it is no different with parent-
child synthesis, both parties need to listen.

Families need to learn to give back to themselves
as well, indulging from time to time instead of
punishing, allowing children to learn from and
emulate responsible parents.

Thirdly, Diane Woest, a registered dietician
spoke briefly about fats in foods and the beneficial
power of omega-3 fatty acids.
